Once we become comfortable with the way we do some-
thing, the more likely we are to find short-cuts to do them. Driving is no exception
and yet it is the most unsafe task that we face each and every day. How many times
have you been out for a drive and come across Grandma, hugging her steering
wheel and staring out the windshield as if something has just landed on it, but she
canodot tell what i1t is.

The fact is that once we
see something and our brain processe
begins to go to sleep. That is why, on long road trips (especially at night ) we be-
come sleepy. Fully alert we have about 180 degrees of visibility, however once you

about 3 degrees. In other words you lose sight of everything around you. But then
what you dono6t know candt hurt you,
ory. Not everything that we need to see is in that 180 degree range. That is why we
have mirrors, so we can increase our visibility to 360 degrees. Mirrors should be
checked at least every three to five seconds, to keep that constant awareness that
keeps us safe. On those long trips, you need to move your eyes at least every two
seconds. Try it and you will be surprised how fresh you will feel at the end of that
