e Keepyourdistance from18-wheel ersé ride as far away from them as pc
have to be riding over 200 feet behind an 18-wheeler for them to see you.

e There is more up-to-date thinking on spacing between bikes/trikes. The one second/two second rule still ap-
plies, but now thatodés viewed as a MI NI MUM.

e Be comfortable in your riding and ride at YOUR skill level.
Always ride within your limits and the limits of your bike/trike.
